The Mint Museum of Craft + Design opened in 1999 in uptown Charlotte in the renovated Montaldo’s 

department store.  The exhibition galleries feature a wide variety of fine studio craft from international 

artists. Our facility spaces are flexible and may be rented for a variety of different types of meetings and 

receptions.     
 

The Mattye and Marc Silverman Pavilion is on the top floor of the museum.  This area includes an 

interior glass walled event room of 1500 square feet that can accommodate up to 100 people for seated 

dinners or 180 for standing receptions as well as a dramatic roof top terrace of approximately 2000 

square feet. The inside and outside areas combined can accommodate up to 200 people depending on the 

specific set up.  A tent that covers almost half of the exterior may be rented in case of inclement weather.  

The museum’s exhibition galleries can also be opened after hours to allow your guests to tour the entire 

facility.   
  

The Montag Conference Room is accessible from the terrace and offers meeting space for up to 16 

people.   
 

The Morgan Stanley Classroom on the mezzanine level can accommodate up to 50 people.   

 

The museum carries all ABC permits and is the exclusive supplier of alcoholic beverages for all events.  

Catering is handled by the client’s choice of caterer from the museum’s approved list.  The museum has 

an inventory of round and banquet tables and chairs available for clients, some at an additional charge.

The renter agrees to: 

1. Exercise care in the use of The Mint Museum’s building and return The Mint Museum’s facility in 

the same condition as originally received prior to the event. 

2. Reimburse The Mint Museum for any breakage, damage or loss of property caused by the Renter or 

guests which may occur during the event and reimburse The Mint Museum for contracted cleaning 

should more than routine upkeep be required. 

3. Make a non-refundable, non-transferable deposit (50% of the rental rate or $150, whichever is 

greater) in the amount shown above. Pay balance of rental fee 14 days prior to scheduled event.  

Certified checks are required when booking an event less than 14 days in advance. The rental fee less 

the deposit is refundable only if cancellation of event occurs more than 14 days prior to date of 

scheduled event. However, if the event is canceled by The Mint Museum for any reason other than an 

Act of God, a full refund of all deposits on file will be made to the Renter at the time of cancellation. 

4. Purchase alcoholic beverages solely from The Mint Museum. Renters must provide an accurate 

number of attendees five days before the event.  The museum may recount during the event and 

adjust the charge accordingly. 

5. Make payment for alcohol, table, chair, tent, dance floor, security overtime of $25 per hour 

per officer as applicable, or any other miscellaneous charges are due no later than the day of 

the event.   
6. Not use the premises for any purpose that violates state or federal law, or to violate or allow any 

person to violate any state or federal law. 

7. Follow all conditions and stipulations set forth in the space rental guidelines in the information 

package. 
 

The Mint Museum agrees to: 

1. Provide the use of the rooms or areas listed above and The Mint Museum’s liquor permit.  

2. Provide security personnel for the event within the hours of 7 AM - 11 PM Monday through Friday,       

9 AM – 6 PM Saturday and 11 AM – 6 PM Sunday.  The museum will provide security at an 

additional overtime rate beyond these established hours.

Space Rental Guidelines 
 

The Mint Museum, a private, non-profit institution, receives wide monetary support from the community 

for the education and enjoyment of the public.  Its building and collections are unique and their 

protection is the responsibility of the museum staff. The use of the museum’s facilities is made available 

to certain groups under specific conditions outlined below for the purpose of making the museum and its 

programs more widely known to the public. The fees charged are to reimburse the institution for its 

overhead expenses and to cover wear and tear of its facilities. 
 

Set-up and Breakdown for the event, including decorations and scheduling of deliveries must be 

approved in advance with the Special Events office. The museum is not responsible for any items left on 

the premises. 

Non-profit organizations must provide a copy of their 501C (3) to receive the discounted rate. 

Publicity efforts must be approved by the museum. Use of The Mint Museum copyright logo is not 

permitted.  The renter is  not to promote their event as a museum sponsored event.   

Entertainment including any applicable licenses for live or recorded music is the sole responsibility of 

the renter.  As a ‘good neighbor policy’ the museum does not allow amplified sound outdoors on the 

terrace after 10 PM during the week and 11 PM on weekends.  Inside the pavilion is not a problem, 

however, we will request the volume be lowered if needed. 

Acts of God that cause any failure of performance shall not be the responsibility of either party, and in 

such a case The Mint Museum will make every effort to reschedule the event.  If the event cannot be 

rescheduled the museum will refund the rental amount minus the non-refundable deposit. 

Photography is not allowed in the galleries without prior permission. 

Exhibitions may not be rearranged. 

Candles with open flames are not permitted.  Votives, tea lights or any candle with glass covered sides 

are permitted.   

Sparklers, Rice, Bird Seed, Glitter, Confetti or Bubbles are not allowed in the museum or The Mattye 

and Marc Silverman Pavilion.  

Smoking is not permitted anywhere in the museum. 

Fundraising events including live or silent auctions shall not involve the sale of fine art or alcohol.   

Casino-style or gaming activities are not allowed. 

Ticket Sales at the door for events are not allowed for private parties.  We may allow ticket sales for 

charitable non-profit organization fund raisers.
